-T dept searches find unaccounted business
deals worth Rs 700 cr by 2 real estate firms

THE DIRECTORATE of
Investigations of the income tax
(I-T) department in Surat, in
searches carried outon the prem-
ises of two real estate firms, has
unearthed unaccounted business
transactions worth Rs 700 crore.
Taking help of the CCTV cam-
era network of the police, the

Surat Municipal Corporation
(SMC) as well as private proper-
ties, I-T officers went through the
footage of around 250 surveil-
lance cameras to track documents
allegedly shifted by the employ-
ees of one of the companies from
one place toanother; officers said.

The matter came to light
when the DI was investigating a
real estate firm's alleged involve-
ment in selling buildings but not
entering them in its account

books to evade taxes. During a
search of the firm's premises, the
DIfound that the group has made
business dealings with another
real estate company.

Between December 8 and 13,
DI Additional Director Vibhor
Badoni and Assistant Director
Devn Keshwala, along with their
teams of over 60 staffers, searched
the premises of the two compa-
nies in 25 areas of Surat.

searches, the officers found that
one of the firms had "hidden sev-
eral business-related documents”

worth Rs 700 crore. The officers
also seized cash and jewellery
worth Rs 10 crore from the com-

panies. Over 15 bank lockers be-
longing to these firms have been
sealed, they said.

An officer involved in the
search operations said, "We found
the statements of anemployees of
one of the companies unsatisfac-
tory and checked the CCTV cam-
era footage of his apartment... we
found him leaving with bags full
of documents on his bike. We took
help from the police and SMC to
trackthe employee and found that

he had hidden the documents in
the house of another person.”

“When ourteams reached the
house, itwas toolate and the doc-
uments had been shifted to some
other place... We again checked
CCTV camera footage to track the
movement of documents... We
found the employee shifted the
documents to five flats at five lo-
cations... before finally managing
to trace the documents,” he
added.

The hospital will
have 200 beds, facilities for pallia-
tive care, day-care, accommoda-
tion for patients’ relatives and a
cancer research centre.

“There will be nocommunity-
specific facilities and charges in
the hospital and thus, it will be
open to all and common for all,”
Patelsaid,adding, “While the hos-
pital will come up under the ban-
ner of Khodaldham, I appeal to
people of all communities to treat
this as their project. We will wel-
come donations fromall commu-
nities for this project.”

January 21, 2024 will also
mark the seventh patosava, oran-
niversary of the consecration of
Khodaldham, atemple of goddess

Khodiyar constructed by SKT at
Kagvad village, some 60 kms west
of Rajkot. The temple was conse-
crated and thrown open to devo-
teesin2017.

Amreliisaround 20 kms west
of Rajkot. Khodaldham has pur-
chased 42 acres of government
land in this village for its various
projects and the hospital will
come on this piece of land, SKT
functionaries said. “Given the dis-
tance of the proposed location of
the hospital from the city, itis im-
perative that we provide accom-
modation facilities to patients' rel-
atives. Therefore, the hospital
project will have this asa compo-
nent,” Patel added.

Incidentally, Patel, who is
among the leading industrialists
of Rajkot, is also vice-chairman of
the governing council of Rajkot
Cancer Research Society, a chari-
table organisation that runsacan-
cer hospital in the city.

“The proposed hospital will be
equipped with the latest medical
equipmentand professionals who
would provide best cancer treat-
ment,” Pravin Jasani, an SKT
trustee said, adding, “The
Saurashtra region has a popula-
tionofaround 2.5 crores and peo-
ple still have to go as far away as
Mumbai for cancer treatment.
Hence, there is a need for a good
hospital for cancer treatment.”

Another worker dies, toll
10 in Surat factory fire

ONE MORE labourer who was
injured in the Aether Industries
fire accident succumbed to his
burns Thursday. With this, the
death toll in the accident has
risen to 10, while 13 labourers
are still admitted to two private
hospitals in Surat.

The deceased has beeniden-
tified as Manoj Mukhiya (34), a
resident of Sachin GIDCand a na-
tive of Uttar Pradesh. He had in-
curred 70 per cent burn injuries
and was undergoing treatment
at Apple Hospital in Udhna. The
body has been sent to New Civil
Hospital for post-mortem.

Mukhiya's death comes after

Policing challenges to get tougher once
Al becomes more accessible, say experts

GUJARAT POLICE officers warned
that the challenges owing to ad-
vances in Artificial Intelligence (Al)
are only set to get tougher once
quantum technologies become
accessible to the masses.

At a plenary session during a
pan-India workshop on ‘India-
Australia partnership framework
on Al, quantum and critical tech-
nologies enabling digital
economies’, officials highlighted
the growing challenges.

Gandhinagar SP CID (Crime)
Dharmendra Sharma said fraud-
sters are “now using Al tools for
phishing” using Al-enabled chat
assistants such as ChatGPT to
compose fraudulent emails so as
not to raise suspicions with poor
grammar. He highlighted that
nearly one-third of all complaints
received by the cyber crime per-
tain to sextortion. “These are var-
ious challenges we are facing due

to Al..when quantum technolo-
gies come --right nowit's nascent
but once it reaches the people --
then even passwords and most
sophisticated encryption will be
broken. Encryption we're using
now will become obsolete and if it
reaches cyber fraudsters, it will
pose greater challenges...\We need
tohave some regulations, he said
flagging the challenge of cracking
down on deep fakes.

Ahmedabad City Deputy
Commissioner of Police of cyber
crime, Ajit Rajian, gave an example
of how a recent deepfake of
Hollywood actor Morgan
Freeman, generated throughan Al
tool, could not be identified as a
deepfake by another Al tool.

With cybercrimes, he said,
“there is a very thin line between
the victim and the perpetrator”,
and with more sophisticated tech-
nological tools, “the lines between
the victim and the perpetrator is
only going to get diminished if not
blurred entirely".

“We are losing a massive

amountof money interms of data
loss, intellectual property (loss)
and there’s nota very professional
accounting of the quantum of
datalost,and the social and finan-
cial impact of it,” added Rajian.
