Modi while speaking on the sev-
enthanniversary of launching the
"Digital India" campaign, a flag-
ship programme of the Central
government.

"In the last eight years, more
than Rs 23 lakh crore has been
transferred through Direct Benefit
Transfer (DBT) to beneficiaries.
Due to this technology, almost Rs
2.25 lakh crore that would have
landed in the wrong hands have
beensaved,” headded. He said the
trio of Jan Dhan, Mobile and
Aadhaar, or JAM, have "provided
maximum benefit to the poorand
the middle class”. The Digital India
campaign has also helped elimi-
nate “queues” in the country.

"It will touch your hearts to
know how Digital India helped
missing children reconnect with
their parents,” he said as he nar-
rated the story of ayoung girl from
Uttar Pradesh who got lost on a
railway platform when was six
yearsold."She was not able to tell
heraddress oranything about her
parents whereabouts.She had an
Aadhaar card already registered
in her name. Using this data, her
parents were found,” said Modi,
adding that the girl was reunited
with her parents at age of 14 us-
ing the Aadhaar data. “Similarly,
more than 500 children from dif-
ferent places have been reunited
with their parents using this tech-
nology."

Gujarat Chief Minister
Bhupendra Patel, Union Minister
for Electronics and Information
Technology Ashwini Vaishnaw
and Union Minister of State Rajeev
Chandrasekharwere also present
at the event where PM Modi
launched a host of digital plat-
forms and services, including
Indiastack.global, myscheme,
Meri Pehchan, Digital India
Bhashini, Digital India Genesis,
Chips to Start-ups and an e-book.

The Prime Minister said it was
Digital India that helped the gov-
ernment tackle the crisis arising
out of Covid pandemic. “CoWin
and Aarogya Setu are two mobile
applications that helped provide
200 crore vaccine doses. The
worldis still debating how to gen-
erate vaccine certificates and in
India, the certificate is available

immediately after a vaccine dose
is taken,” he said, adding that his
criticsare stuck at why the vaccine
certificates carry Modi’s photo-
graph.

PM Modi also mentioned how
GIFT City was emerging as a fin-
tech hub. He said India’s Unified
Payment Interface (UPI) hasbeen
appreciated by the World Bank
and others. “Just in May this year,
India conducted 1.3 lakh UPI
transactions every minute. In
other words, 2200 transactions
were conducted every second. Be
it developed countries or those
who cannot invest in such tech-
nology, India’s digital product—
UPI—is the centre of attraction.
We have scale in our digital solu-
tions. They are secure and have
democratic values,” he added.

Digital India has also helped
bridge the digital divide that ex-
ists between rural and urban
India, the Prime Minister said.
Talking about his recent visit to
Dahod (a tribal area in Gujarat),
PM Modi said he met a divyang
couple who were operating a
common service centre (CSC).
"The couple met me. They told me
that their average income was Rs
28,000 as people in the village
come to his centre to avail the
services. See the strength of digi-
talIndia."

Pointing out that Gujarat was
the first state in the country to
have a State Data Centre, Gujarat
State Wide Area Network, e-gram
centres and ATVT (Aapno Taluko
Vibrant Taluko) scheme, PM Modi
said the “experiences in Gujarat”
have helped in using technology
for governance after 2014. “Thank
you, Gujarat. These experiences
are the foundation of Digital
India," he added.

Sharing a personal experi-
ence from the Gujarat Assembly
in 2005, Modi narrated how he
wanted to introduce widow pen-
sions through post-offices.
Pointing out that there was op-
position for the move, Modi said,
"They were not worried about
the widows. When photos and
identity documents of widows
were submitted, you will be sur-
prised to know that there were
many fake accounts in the name
of widows that
were drawing pensions.”

Let ‘deemed universities’ call themselves
Parliamentary panel to govt

‘universities’:

A PARLIAMENTARY panel has
urged the government to ‘ac-
tively consider’ allowing
deemed universities in the
country to use the term ‘univer-
sity’ to avoid confusion abroad
as most foreign countries do not
use such a nomenclature.

In its report, the
Parliamentary Standing
Committee on Education,
Women, Children, Youth and
Sports has recommended an
amendment of clause 23 of the
UGCAct, 1956 to let the deemed
universities drop the prefix.

“The Committee recom-
mends that the Government
give an active consideration to
the demand that deemed uni-

term 'university' by amending
clause 23 of the UGC Act, 1956
which states that no institution,
other than a university estab-
lished or incorporated by a
Central Act, a Provincial Actora
State Act is entitled to use the
word 'University', as the term
'deemed university' creates a lot
of confusion in foreign coun-
tries as there is no concept of
deemed university in many
parts of the world,” the panel
has said in its report.

Incidentally, this is also one
of the recommendations made
in the National Education
Policy, 2020.

The report — “Review of ed-
ucation standards, accredita-
tion process, research, exami-
nation reforms and academic
environment in
Deemed/Private

Education Institutions” — also
makes a strong pitch for
streamlining the accreditation
process of higher education in-
stitutions.

The committee, chaired by
BJP Rajya Sabha MP Vinay
Sahasrabuddhe, has observed
that only 30 per cent of the uni-
versities and 20 per cent of the
colleges are accredited in India.
“There is along way to go as, out
0f 50,000 colleges, there are less
than 9,000 colleges who are ac-
credited,” it noted.

In his submission before the
committee, Higher Education
Secretary K Sanjay Murthy said
that the proposed Higher
Education Commission of India
(HECI) will have a vertical on ac-
creditation. “Thus the roadmap
is clearly defined and they will
be going towards that proce-

versities be allowed to use the  Universities/other Higher dure,” he told the committee.
