Skill Development Training

Adani Foundatiorhas organized a&kill developmenttraining program for Shiv Shakti Shakti Mandal
(SHG), Jageshwar. This skill upgradation training is of 1 month. Objective of this training is to prepare
SHG agper the market neds in terms of qualityproductsdeliveryon time and record keeping.

Shiv Shakti Sakhi Mandal is formed in 2018 with support of Adani Foundation. They have chosen bag
making as their income generation activity. Before this training SHG members were engaged mainly in
bag making particularly school bags from synthetic matésiand daily utility bags from clothes and jute.
Enthusiastic members of the SHG searched different designs of bags on internet and tried to copy the
products themselves but they were not satisfied with the finished products. Theyeglized a different

set of skill is required for quality products. Then SHG members requested Adani Foundation to organize
an advanced level training for them. On their request, Adani Foundation chosen Deepak Bhai of Bharuch
as the resource persohle himself runs a bag maig unit named URVI BAG in Bharuch.

Deepak Bhai started training from the basics: identificatiorbafy's different parts e.g. buckles, locks,
runners, hooks & identification of materiatsdenim, cord, matte, water proof synthetic materials. Till

date SHG women have stitched school bags, office bags, laptop bags, travel bags, ladies’ purses, pouches
and different types of masks also. They are also learning machine maintenance and repair.
Simultaneously, women have started selling bags in their village.




Mahadev Mahila Sakhi Mandal, LuvaraThis SHG formed in February 2020. Since their inception all 11
members unanimously chosen Vermi Compost production as their income generation activity.
