As on 31st March 2023, AKPL (Krishnapainam Porf) has successfully developed 194.5
hectares of greenbelt within its premises since the port's inception. The development
of the greenbesit has been caorried out in phiases | and |, resulting in o toftal area of
191.5 hectares that has bean developed and maintained within fhe port premises.

AKPL takes pride In maintaining its own nursery, where saplings are propagaoted for
the annual planiation drive. Since the beginning of the port's opearations, the AKPL
nursery has consistently mointained a:stock of 100,000 to 500.000 saplings. Betweean
April 2022 and January 2023, a fotal of 102,604 saplings were planted. Additionally,
AKPL has successfully propagated 547,840 seedlings in its iIn-house nursery, which are
scheduled for planting during the fiscal year 2023-2024.

The Phase [ & 11 developments
of Krishnapatnam Port comprising of 12 berths out of 17 approved berths with required marine
infrastructure were developed in a designated land arca of Ha, 1240 {Ac. 3064) to enter (o 68
MTPA of various types of cargo plug 2.0 MTEUSPA of container traffic. To cater to future
traflic needs, KPCL has proposed o take up Phase I expansion of the port.

3. [he proposed phase-111 project comprising of 16 Berths including 3 jetties for liquid
cargo and 3 SBM’s in deep waters within Port Limits to cater 150.2 MTPA of various tvpes of
cargo plus 1.1 MTELUSPA of container eargo. The proposed éxpansion entail 60 million cu m
ol dredging in soft soil, utilize 26 million ¢u m of dredged sand for reclamation of low lyving
areas of port. stock pile 2 million ¢u m on the coast north of north hreakwater for long term
coastal protection as recommended by NIOT and disposal of balanee 32 million cu m of
dredged spoil in the identified dredge disposal area of 56 Km” beyond () 20 m contour.

N1OT has
studied the impacts of creek rerouting and it was found that there is only slight change in the
water level and no impact on flushing and tidal exchange due w the proposed development.

9. The existing port facility has a water supply of'5 MLD which includes I MLD of water
from Muthukur Reservoir provided by Government of Andhra Pradesh and 4 MLD ol water
from Nukkala Kalava irrigation drain provided by lerigation Department of Andhra Pradesh.
The present Port facility (Phase-1 and Phase-11 developments) atilizes 2.5 MLD of water and
the water requirement for the proposed Phase-111 development is estimated to be 2.5 MLID. No
groundwater will be extracted/utilized [or the proposed project.

10.  The port is proposed to install a Sewage Treatment Plant (STP) of capacity 700 KLD
1o treat the sewage and an Effluent Treatment Plant (ETP) oI 300 KLD capacities to treat the
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wastewater from the Port. The treated wastewater will be utilized for greenbelt and dust
suppression systems, Greenbelt is proposed in an area of 120 Ha along the Port boundary and
around the coal storage arcas with native species.
