Conservation of  creeks and rivers: 

 The prominent  creek system (main creeks and small 
branches of  creeks) in and around APSEZ are: (1) Kotdi (2) 
Baradimata (3) Navinal (4 ) Bocha (5) Mundra (Oldest  port 
(Juna Bandar) leading t o Bhukhi river). 

 Rivers passing t hrough the APSEZ area are: (1) Khari (2) 
Nagmat i (3) Phot  (4 ) Bhukhi (5) Dhaneshwari (6 ) Buchiya 
(7) Jidal. 

 All t he rivers passing t hrough the SEZ area are dry 
t hroughout  t he year except  for monsoon season. 

 All creeks as well as rivers are in existence allowing f ree 
f low of  water and t here is no f illing or reclamat ion of  any 
creek or river area. APSEZ has so far const ructed 19 
culvert s having t otal length of  approx. 110 0  m wit h t otal 
cost  of INR 20 Crores. Three RCC Bridges have also been 
const ructed over Kotdi creek wit h t otal length of 230 m 
and cost  of  INR 10  Crores. Details were submit t ed along 
wit h compliance report  submission for t he period of Apr’17 
t o Sep’17. 

 This aspect  is also conf irmed f rom the recent  study of 
NCSCM in 20 17-18, which highlight s t he bathymet ry data of

 From the bathymet ry data it  can be concluded that  t here 
are suf f icient  depths at  t he creek mouths and all creek 
mouths are open allowing f lushing of  water. 

 From the APSEZ operat ions, t here is no discharge of any 
sewage or ef f luent  t o t he water st reams. 

 
Conservation of  Mangroves: 

 In and around APSEZ, approx. 180 0  ha. mangrove area was 
ident if ied by NIO in an EIA report  prepared t he year 1998. 

 Out  of  t his 180 0  ha area, 1254 ha area was furt her 
demarcated as potent ial mangrove conservat ion by NIO in 
t he year 20 0 8 (as part  of t he EIA report  of  WFDP). 

 It  may be noted t hat  t he ent ire area of  1254 ha is not  
covered wit h mangroves. 

 Ent ire area is being conserved and t here is no disturbance 
t o t he mangroves in t his area. Measures such as rest rict ed 
ent ry and regular surveillance have result ed in overall 
growth of  mangroves wit hin t his area. 

 As per MoEF&CC direct ive, APSEZ ent rusted NCSCM to 
demarcate mangroves in and around APSEZ area. As per 
t heir st udy, present ly, mangrove cover in and around APSEZ 
was over 2340  ha. The analysis of  t he comparison between 
20 11 and 20 16-17 has shown an overall growth of  246 ha. 

 NCSCM final report  on comprehensive and integrated plan 
for preservat ion and conservat ion of mangroves and 
associated creeks in and around was submit ted along with 
half  yearly EC Compliance report  for t he period Apr’19 t o 
Sep’19 . The same was furt her submit t ed t o GCZMA and 
MoEF&CC for t heir examinat ion and recommendat ion vide 
(wit h a copy t o MoEF&CC vide let t er dated 04.0 6.20 18 & 
reminder let t er vide dated 4 t h Jan, 20 19). Presentat ion on 
t he f indings of  t he report  was made to GCZMA commit t ee 
on 4 th October 20 19 and t he recommendat ion for t he same 
has been received vide email dtd 22nd Sept , 20 20 wit h 
condit ions, which was submit t ed as a part  last  half  yearly 
EC compliance report  for t he period Oct ’20  t o Mar’21.

 APSEZ ent rusted NCSCM, Chennai to 
carry out  Monitoring of  mangrove 
dist ribut ion in creeks in and around 
APSEZ and shoreline changes in 
Bocha island.  

 As a part  of  t his st udy, overall growt h 
of  mangroves in t he creeks in and 
around APSEZ was assessed 
comparing Google eart h images of 
2017 & 2019 and it  is observed t hat  
t here was increase in mangrove cover 
bet ween March 2017 and September 
2019 to t he extent  of  256 Ha, which is 
about  10 .7%.  

 This suggest s t hat  t he mangroves and 
t he t idal syst em in t he creeks remain 
undist urbed over t his period. Analysis 
of  dat a between categories indicated 
t hat  t here was an increase in dense 
mangroves and also conversion of 
scat tered to sparse which also shows 
t hat  the growt h of  mangroves in a 
progressive direct ion. 

 Hence, t here is an overall growth of 
mangroves in creeks in and around 
APSEZ, Mundra is 502 Ha between 
2011 and 2019. 

 The cost  of  t he said st udy was INR 
23.56 Lacs incurred by APSEZ. 

2. Tidal observat ion in 
creeks in and around 
APSEZ 

 APSEZ carried out  t he t idal 
observat ions at  locat ions similar to 
2017 in Kot di, Baradimat a, Navinal, 
Bocha and Khari creeks under the 
guidance of  NCSCM. 

 The observed t idal ranges indicat e 
t hat  t he creeks experience normal 
t idal ranges, adequate for t he growt h 
of  mangroves.

Based on t he study, t he following point s can be summarized: 
 

 There is no obst ruct ion t o any water st ream (creeks / 
branches of  creeks / rivers) 

 Present ly, mangrove cover in and around APSEZ is over 
2340  ha. There was substant ial growth in mangrove cover 
t o t he t une of  246 ha (comparison between 20 11 and 20 16-
17) 

 Majority of  t he development  at  Mundra has happened 
between this t enure. Hence it  can be interpreted t hat  t he 
inf rast ructure development  has not  lef t  any adverse 
impacts on ecology.

Smritivan Memorial park– Bhuj

Smritivan Memorial park is a unique initiative 
by Prime Minister in order to commemorate the 
death of about 13,805 people during this massive 
earthquake which had its epicenter in Bhuj 
District.

The memorial will occupy around 406 acres of 
space of the Bhujia Dungar near Bhuj, Kutch that 
will show people’s oppressive response to a 
natural disaster.

As a part of this Smritivan Memorial Park, it will 
have a museum, convention Centre, sunset point 
and Ecological park with around varied species 
of trees to attract different biodiversity.

For the ecological park, approx. 24 acres of land 
has been demarcated, wherein it is proposed to 
plant ~3 lakh local species trees.

Under Phase – 1 project, Govt of Gujarat through GSDMA 
will be planting across 1 lakh trees, across 8 acres
through “Miyawaki“ methodology (Japanese technology 
of tree plantation). They have already enrolled the 
services of M/s Forest Creator, a Mumbai, based agency 
expertise in carrying out afforestation project, through 
Miyawaki technology.

Forest Creators have already been involved and 
completed 58 such kind of project of Terrestrial 
afforestation, across India and this will be their 59th

Coastal Biodiversity

In the coastal environment mangroves and mudflats are dynamic ecosystems that usually support 
a large population of floral and faunal life forms. Mangrove forests are highly productive 
ecosystems, which provide numerous goods and services both to the marine environment and 
people. Mangroves in India are spread over nine maritime states and three Union Territories. 
Gujarat has the longest (1,650 km) coastline among the maritime states of the country. With the 
second largest mangrove cover in India after West Bengal, Gujarat’s mangrove area has increased 
from 1,140 km2in 2017 to 1,177 km2now. 
A major portion of human population of Gujarat is solely dependent on these coastal ecosystems 
for their livelihood. Thus, several mangrove restoration programme/ activities are in progress in 
the state. Mangrove restoration activities in Gujarat are mostly single species stands of Avicennia 
marina. Adani Foundation at Mundra ’s initiated multi-species plantation of mangroves in Kutch 
association with GUIDE. During 2018-2019 (Phase-I) multi-species mangrove plantation was 
carried out in 10 ha, during Phase-II (2019-2020) it was 02 ha and during Phase III (2020-2021) it 
is 01 ha. Due to geological set up of Kutch where fresh water source is atypical, the survival and 
growth of mangrove plantation remains poor. Thus, a survival rate of 30% is expected for this 
multi-species plantation. Mangrove biodiversity park of its kind will help in disseminating 
knowledge on mangrove ecosystem and simultaneously conserving the species.
Since, some of the mangrove species are not readily available in Kutch, their seeds/ propagates 
were procured from other districts of Gujarat and other states. The proposed species of 
mangroves that have the potential for enhancing mangrove biodiversity in and around APSEZL 
include Rhizophora mucronata, Ceriops tagal, Ceriops decandra, Rhizophora apiculata and 
Aegiceroscorniculatum.

In
response to this call, the Government of
India and USAID jointly launched the
Corporate TB pledge (CTP), in April 2019
to galvanise corporate support to end TB.
To continue the momentum and efforts,
the USAID-supported iDEFEAT TB project,

which is working towards institutional
strengthening to accelerate actions for
Tuberculosis (TB) and drug resistant TB
(DR-TB) in India; was launched as
USAID/India’s flagship TB project. The
project works in collaboration with the
Central TB Division (CTD), Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare (Mo HFW) of
the Government of India across a network
of diagnostic, treatment, and program
management institutions.
The CTP secretariat, hosted at The Union
under the iDEFEAT TB project, provides
technical assistance to government and
corporates to adapt, implement TB
interventions, and guide corporate
resources for TB and DR-TB care.
Early diagnostics and treatment initiation
are key to saving lives and minimizing
disease transmission. In 2019, India
reached a milestone of 24 lakh notified
cases in India, an increase of 12%
compared with 2018. Even then, an
estimated 5.4 lakh were ‘missing’ across
India, a serious drawback to our TB

elimination efforts as what is not
measured is unlikely to be improved.
Diagnostic delays are also prevalent in
India, with studies indicating that these
can be attributed to patients as well as
health systems.

The

couple Haribhai Sheda has 7 daughters and 5

sons was earning livelihood through grazing

animals, working in others farm, and trying to

grow something in his own farm with great

difficulty. In the grave financial conditions

there was no scope that children could be

educated as all were occupied as child

labourers and all gave priority to work as

compared to education. But, story was

different with the fourth child Nagajan

Sheda. For him detection of polio followed by

permanent defect in leg due to doctors fault

turned as a blessing in disguise as he

completed education till class 9 and dropped

out after failing in class 10.

In 1991, when Adani Company started Mr

Nagajan got labour work from a contractor.

His first marriage had failed but was

comfortable with the second wife. His first

daughter from first marriage was Jyoti. He

tried to give her best of childhood. He took

an oath to educate the daughter by any

means and make her doctor. It was his

burning desire to see the upcoming

generation of Charan samaj educated. He

determined to do anything to have the tag of

Dr. for his daughter.

Mr Nagajan started a tea stall for the people

coming to work at Adani Port. But too bad of

his fate nobody turned up for 08 days as he

was using cow and buffalos milk and not of

the packet.
